 1. GENERAL PRINCIPLES 

 Art. 1. The organization and conduct of doctoral studies in the Interdisciplinary Doctoral School 

(SDI) of the National University of Science and Technology POLITEHNICA Bucharest 

(POLITEHNICA Bucharest) is carried out in accordance with: 

 - National Education Law – Law 199/2023 on higher education, with subsequent amendments and 

completions,  

 - ME Order no. 3020/2024 for the approval of the Framework Regulation on doctoral studies,  

 - ME Order no. 5760/2024 on the approval of the Regulation on the organization and 

functioning of the National Council for the Attestation of University Titles, Diplomas and 

Certificates, Order No. 3018/2025 on the approval of the minimum necessary and mandatory national 

standards for the conferral of the doctoral degree, 

 - POLITEHNICA Bucharest Charter, 

 - Regulation regarding the organization and conduct of Doctoral Studies in the National 

University of Science and Technology POLITEHNICA Bucharest  

and are governed by this Regulation. 

 Art. 2. This regulation governs the organization, conduct and completion of doctoral studies in 

SDI and was endorsed by the direct, secret and equal vote of the members of the SDI council, in the 

meeting of 27.11.2025. 

 Art. 3. (1) The fundamental objective of SDI is the training of specialists for research and 

education in the fields of "Mechanical Engineering", "Mathematics", "Computer Science", "Biology" 
and "Electronic Engineering, Telecommunications and Information Technologies" and ensures the 
improvement and extension of the training of doctoral students through teaching, seminaring, 

evaluation, scientific research, technological development, design and artistic creation, appropriate 
to the specificity of the field. 

 (2) Doctoral studies allow the acquisition of a qualification of level 8 of the European 

Qualifications Framework (EQF) and the National Qualifications Framework. 

 (3) In SDI, doctoral studies are organized in the fundamental fields of Engineering Sciences, 

Mathematics and Natural Sciences, Biological and Biomedical Sciences, Mechanical Engineering, 

Mathematics, Computer Science, Biology and Electronic Engineering, Telecommunications and 

Information Technologies. 

 2. ORGANIZATION OF THE DOCTORAL SCHOOL 

 Art. 4. (1) The Doctoral School is organized and operates within IOSUD - POLITEHNICA 

Bucharest. The general framework for the organization and functioning of doctoral schools is 

established by the regulation approved by OM 3020/2024 and by IOSUD's own regulation. 

 (2) At most one third of the doctoral supervisors of the SDI They can come from other 

institutions in the country or abroad. 

 (3) SDI is headed by the Director SDI and by the Council of the Doctoral School (CSDI). The 

director of the doctoral school is assimilated to the director of the department and is a member of the 

CSDI. The Council of the Doctoral School is assimilated to the Council of the Department. 

 (4) The election of the members of the CSDI and the director of the doctoral school shall be 

made according to Regulation on the organization of the elections of the Doctoral Schools and of the 

Council of Doctoral Studies in the National University of Science and Technology POLITEHNICA 

Bucharest, through the universal, direct and secret vote of the doctoral supervisors, respectively of 

the doctoral students of the SDI. 
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 (5) The CSDI shall meet at least 3 times a year, at the request of the director of the doctoral 

school or of at least one third of its members. 

 (6) In accordance with the Regulation on the organization of the elections of the Doctoral 

Schools and the Council of Doctoral Studies in the National University of Science and Technology 

Politehnica Bucharest, The Council of the Doctoral School is made up of 3 persons (2 doctoral 

supervisors and 1 doctoral student) if the SD has a maximum of 50 doctoral students, 5 persons (3 

doctoral supervisors, 1 doctoral student and 1 personality from outside the university) if the SD has 

between 51 and 100 doctoral students and respectively 7 persons (4 doctoral supervisors, 2 doctoral 

students and 1 personality from outside the university) if the SD has more than 100 doctoral students.  

 (7) CSDI members who are university professors or researchers must have the right to supervise 

doctorates, in the country or abroad, and to meet the mandatory minimum standards for granting the 

habilitation certificate in force on the date of their appointment as members of the CSDI. The 

members of the CSDI are elected by the universal, secret and equal vote of the doctoral supervisors 

of the SDI, according to the provisions of Regulation on the organization of the elections of the 

Doctoral Schools and of the Council of Doctoral Studies in the National University of Science and 

Technology POLITEHNICA Bucharest. 

 Art. 5. The mandate of the doctoral school council is 5 years, in accordance with Regulation 

on doctoral studies within the National University of Science and Technology POLITEHNICA 

Bucharest. 

 Art. 6. Doctoral students who are members of CSDI who complete their doctoral studies during 

the mandate of the council lose their membership of the council on the date of public defense of the 

doctoral thesis. 

 Art. 7. In order to fill vacancies within the CSDI, by-elections are organized, and the mandate 

of the new member ends at the expiration of the mandate of the CSDI. 

 Art. 8. The main duties of the director of the doctoral school are: 

 a) ensures the collaboration between the doctoral school and the departments or faculties of the 

POLITEHNICA Bucharest; 

 b) is responsible for the observance of the legality in the organization and development of the 

entire activity within the doctoral school; 

 c) ensures the representation of the doctoral school before the management of IOSUD - 

POLITEHNICA Bucharest; 

 d) prepares the curriculum for the advanced university training programs (APP) and submits it 

to the CSDI for approval, as regards the specialized disciplines; 

 e) prepares annually the lists of functions; 

 f) is responsible for the selection, hiring, periodic evaluation, training, motivation and 

termination of the contractual employment relations of the SDI staff; 

 g) organizes and monitors the development of the activities within the training programs of 

doctoral students; 

 h) organizes and monitors the conduct of the admission competition for doctoral studies. 

 Art. 9. The main attributions of the doctoral school council are: 

 a) elaborates the regulations of the SDI doctoral school; 

 b) takes decisions regarding the granting or revocation of the membership of the doctoral school 

to doctoral supervisors and may develop its own methodology in this regard; 
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 c) approves the curricula and the lists of functions; 

 d) approves the expulsion of doctoral students at the proposal of the doctoral supervisors who 

are members of the SDI; 

 e) approves the guidance and academic integrity commissions; 

 f) endorses the commissions for the public defense of doctoral theses; 

 g) analyzes the requests for change of the doctoral supervisor; 

 h) mediates the conflicts between the doctoral student and the doctoral supervisor; 

 i) organizes the doctoral admission competitions for SDI, by endorsing the research topics 

proposed by the SDI members; 

 j) approves the framework contract for doctoral studies; 

 k) analyzes the applications and files of personalities who wish to become members of the SDI; 

 l) assists external evaluators in the evaluation process for accreditation/re-accreditation or 

provisional authorization of the doctoral school; 

 m) leads the process of periodic internal evaluation of the performance of doctoral supervisors 

and prepares the materials for external evaluation; 

 n) approves the publication on the internet at allocated by the Pitesti University Center, of all 

the information regarding the doctoral school and the doctoral study programs, within SDI. 

 Art. 10. The decisions of the CSDI are adopted with a majority of the votes of those present, 

but under the conditions of ensuring a quorum (at least 2/3 of the members express their voting 

option). 

 Art. 11. (1) The list of functions is drawn up at the level of the SDI, by consulting their 

members, and is endorsed by the CSDI, respectively by the rector of POLITEHNICA Bucharest and 

is approved by the University Senate (according to Regulation on the organization and conduct of 

Doctoral Studies in the National University of Science and Technology POLITEHNICA Bucharest). 

 (2) The list of functions includes all the positions of doctoral supervisor necessary for the 

functioning of the SDI and all the positions of doctoral student under the coordination of the doctoral 

supervisors. 

 (3) The list of functions does not change during the academic year, according to the Education 

Law no. 199 / 2023. 

 Art. 12. (1) The acceptance of new doctoral supervisors within SDI shall be made on the basis 

of their request and the related file, with the simultaneous fulfillment of the following conditions: 

 a) have already been granted the right to conduct doctorates in the fundamental/doctoral fields 

of Engineering Sciences, Mathematics and Natural Sciences, Biological and Biomedical Sciences, 

Engineering Sciences/doctoral fields of Mechanical Engineering, Mathematics, Computer Science, 

Biology and Electronic Engineering, Telecommunications and Information Technologies; 

 b) meet the mandatory minimum standards for granting the habilitation certificate in force on the 

date of submission of the application; 

 c) are not doctoral supervisors in other Institutions Organizing Doctoral Studies (IOSUD) at the 

time of submitting the application. The granting of membership of the SDI is made by the CSUD at 

the proposal of the CSDI. 

 Art. 13. (1) The withdrawal of the membership of the doctoral school can be made at the 

proposal of the CSDI with the approval of the CSUD and the Senate of POLITEHNICA Bucharest, 
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in the following situations: 

 a) at the request of the doctoral supervisor; 

 b) following a decision issued by the University Ethics Commission of POLITEHNICA 

Bucharest regarding the violation of the norms of ethics and scientific, professional or academic 

integrity; 

 c) the doctoral supervisor has not coordinated doctoral students for five years;  

 d) given that, repeatedly (three times consecutively), the doctoral supervisor does not report the 

results of the scientific activity for the elaboration of the SDI evaluation reports (ARACIS, other 

reports requested by the rectorate), within the imposed deadlines. 

 (2) The doctoral students, coordinated by the doctoral supervisor whose membership of the SDI 

has been revoked, will be assigned by the CSDI to other doctoral supervisors in the same field. 

 Art.14 In order to correctly and completely inform the public and candidates for doctoral study 

programs on admission, the content of study programs and the criteria for evaluating research results, 

as well as the results of doctoral study programs, SDI will display on the internet at the assigned 

address, the following: 

 a) the SDI regulation; 

 b) information on vacancies for doctoral students;  

 c) information on vacancies for doctoral supervisors; 

 d) information on the organization and conduct of doctoral programs; 

 e) information on the content of doctoral degree programs; 

 f) information on how to finance studies; 

 g) the model of the framework contract for doctoral studies; 

 h) information on the doctoral supervisors and doctoral students they coordinate, which 

includes at least the list of their publications and patents; 

 i) information on the results and professional performances of doctoral supervisors; 

 j) the guide on the drafting of doctoral theses, respectively standards for their elaboration, 

procedures and evaluation criteria;  

 k) the minimum standards developed by the CNATDCU for the granting of the doctoral degree; 

 l) the abstracts of the doctoral theses to be defended publicly, as well as the date, time and 

location of the public defenses of the doctoral theses, at least 20 days before their defense, according 

to the procedure for finalizing the doctoral theses;  

 m) the addresses where the completed doctoral theses can be accessed; 

 n) information regarding the doctoral admission process. 

 3. ORGANIZATION AND CONDUCT OF DOCTORAL STUDIES 

 3.1 Admission to doctoral studies and enrollment 

 Art. 16. (1) Admission to doctoral studies shall be made through an annual competition. The 

CSUD develops admission methodologies annually at least six months before the date of admission. 

They are approved by the Senate of POLITEHNICA Bucharest and posted on the IOSUD - 

POLITEHNICA Bucharest website at https://upb.ro/doctorat/admitere-doctorat/. 
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 (2) The admission methodology shall provide the conditions for registration, the content of the 

registration file and the stages of the competition.  

 (3) SDI will display on its website the specific criteria for evaluation and selection of 

candidates, in accordance with the doctoral fields Mechanical Engineering, Mathematics, Computer 

Science, Biology and Electronic Engineering, Telecommunications and Information Technologies 

and in compliance with the provisions of the IOSUD regulation and the framework methodology for 

admission to university studies. 

 (4) Only graduates with a master's degree or its equivalent (including graduates with a long-

term bachelor's degree from the period prior to the application of the three Bologna-type cycles), from 

the country and abroad, according to the legislation in force, and who have obtained cumulatively for 

the cycle of bachelor's and master's studies at least 300 credits of transferred studies acquired (ECTS). 

 (5) The admission competition shall be organized simultaneously for positions financed from 

the budget and those with fee. 

 (6) At the beginning of each academic year, CSDI shall appoint a competition commission for 

the evaluation of the candidates' electronic files; it consists of the director of SDI and two doctoral 

supervisors of SDI. 

 (7) The admission competition consists of the evaluation of the documents from the electronic 

file submitted by the candidate on the platform of the admitere.upb.ro university, according to 

Methodology regarding the organization and conduct of the admission contest for the doctoral degree 

programs in the National University of Science and Technology POLITEHNICA Bucharest, 

respectively of the specific evaluation and selection criteria displayed on the SDI website. 

 (8) Those candidates who have obtained a minimum average of 7.00 are declared admitted, in 

descending order of the competition averages obtained and within the limit of the places put out to 

competition by the respective SDI.  

 (9) Tie-breaking criteria may be applied in the case of equal admission averages, if the 

university's admission regulations for doctoral studies do not specify this, as follows: the tie-breaker 

will be made according to the weighted average of the years of study (bachelor's and master's 

degrees), and if this is also equal between two candidates,  The tie-breaker will be made according to 

the average of the years of bachelor's degree. 

 (10) The candidates declared admitted on the basis of the admission results, endorsed by the 

CSDI, are declared admitted by the decision of the CSUD and enrolled by the Decision of the Rector 

of the University. 

 Art. 17. The results of the admission contest (hierarchy of candidates, form of education and 

funding) are displayed on the SDI bulletin board and on the SDI website in compliance with the 

provisions on data protection, at the end of the admission period, in September, as specified in the 

university's admission regulations. 

 Art. 18. (1) By the beginning of the first academic year, the candidate admitted to the doctorate, 

regardless of the study regime, with or without fee, is obliged to sign the Doctoral Studies Contract, 

having the form established by the CSUD (Annex 1 to the Regulation). 

 (2) The study contract shall not be modified during the academic year. It may be modified 

during the course of doctoral studies, in exceptional situations, by means of an Addendum. 

 3.2 Form and duration of doctoral studies 

 Art. 19. (1) The scientific doctorate university study programs are organized in the full-time 

form of education.  
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 (2) The professional doctorate university study programs may be organized, as a rule, in the 

form of full-time education.  

 (3) By exception to the provisions of para. (2), the doctoral study programs may also be 

organized in the form of part-time education. 

 Art. 20. (1) The duration of the doctoral program is 4 years. This can be extended by 1-2 years, 

for good reasons, at the proposal of the doctoral supervisor, with the approval of the CSDI and the 

approval of the POLITEHNICA Bucharest Senate. The second year of extension is subject to a fee. 

Also, the duration of the doctoral program may be reduced by one year, at the request of the doctoral 

student, with the approval of the doctoral supervisor and with the approval of the University Senate. 

 (2) The doctoral studies may be interrupted at the request of the doctoral student for good 

reasons According to Regulation on doctoral studies within the National University of Science and 

Technology POLITEHNICA Bucharest, namely: job relocations (proven with certificates from the 

employer), serious illnesses (proving medical data), parental leave (up to 2 years old, with the child's 

birth certificate). The duration of the doctoral studies is extended by the cumulative periods of the 

approved interruptions, which cannot total more than 2 years. 

 (3) The interruptions shall be approved by the CSDI with the approval of the doctoral 

supervisor. 

 (4) The extension or interruption of doctoral studies shall be the subject of an addendum to the 

doctoral university studies contract. 

 (5) Interruptions may only be requested and granted during extension periods in special cases 

(maternity, illness). 

 (6) The application for interruption of doctoral studies, subject to CSDI approval, must contain 

the following information: name of the doctoral student and the doctoral supervisor, the year of 

admission to the doctorate, the status of the exams and reports at the time of the interruption, the 

reason for the interruption, the estimated period of the interruption, the document supporting 

document attached. The approved application remains in the file of the doctoral student at CSUD. 

 (7) The resumption of doctoral studies shall be made on the basis of the doctoral student's 

request, endorsed by the doctoral supervisor and approved by the CSDI and shall become effective 

through an addendum to the doctoral university studies contract. In the absence of a request to resume 

studies and at the end of the interruption period, the doctoral student is proposed for expulsion. 

 Art. 21. (1) If the doctoral student fails to complete the thesis within the term established 

according to the doctoral study contract (4 years) and any addenda to it (in total 5 years plus another 

year with fee), it automatically leads to his/her expulsion. 

 3.3. Doctoral study programmes 

 Art. 22. The doctoral study programs are carried out in SDI, under the coordination of the 

doctoral supervisor, in Romanian or an international language. 

 Art. 23. The doctoral program aims to train and develop professional skills (content, cognitive 

and research) in the fields of Ph.D. in Mechanical Engineering, Mathematics, Computer Science, 

Biology and Electronic Engineering, Telecommunications and Information Technologies, as well as 

a transversal competences. 

 Art.24. The professional skills developed within the doctoral program will be: 

 a) advanced knowledge in the fields of Mechanical Engineering, Mathematics, Computer 

Science, Biology and Electronic Engineering, Telecommunications and Information Technologies; 
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 b) the ability to identify, formulate and solve research problems in a creative manner; 

 c) mastery of advanced research methods and techniques; 

 d) knowledge of research project management; 

 e) mastering new research processes and solutions 

 f) skills of documentation, elaboration and capitalization of scientific papers; 

 g) ability to write scientific papers and other academic materials at an advanced level, in a style 

appropriate to the field of mechanical engineering and in compliance with its specific rigors at 

national and international level;  

 h) the ability to process and process data at an advanced level, including through the use of 

dedicated software; 

 i) linguistic skills at academic level in languages of international circulation necessary for 

documentation and elaboration of scientific papers; 

 j) understanding and ability to apply the principles and values of scientific research ethics in 

the field of mechanical engineering. 

 Art. 25. The transversal competences developed within the doctoral program will be: 

 a) written and oral communication skills, in the field of science and culture;  

 b) advanced linguistic skills in languages of international circulation, including expressing and 

formulating ideas in multicultural and multilingual contexts;  

 c) advanced digital skills and competences, part of the digital transformation at social level, 

including through the use of artificial intelligence; 

 d) interrelational and teamwork skills; 

 e) knowledge of human, material and financial resources management; 

 f) knowledge of critical thinking, including the ability to analyze, interpret or formulate 

reasoning in different contexts; 

 g) the ability to innovate and the acquisition of concepts regarding economic, technological and 

social entrepreneurship; 

 h) knowledge regarding the use of legislation in the field of intellectual property rights. 

 Art. 26. The doctoral degree programs comprise the Advanced University Studies (PPA - 

Annex 2 to the Regulation) and the Scientific Research Programme (PCS - Annex 3 to the 

Regulation). 

 Art. 27. (1) The PPA is completed with five exams, two for specialized disciplines (16 ECTS 

credits), established by the doctoral supervisor together with the members of the guidance and 

academic integrity committee, and three exams for compulsory subjects: Ethics (6 ECTS credits), 

Research methodology and scientific authorship (4 ECTS credits), respectively Project Management 

(4 ECTS credits). 

 (2) The completion of the PPA with the PASSED result ensures the obtaining of 30 ECTS 

credits. 

 (3) The credits obtained in a research master's program or the completion of previous doctoral 

internships and/or scientific research internships, carried out in the country or abroad, in universities 

or in prestigious research and development units may be recognized as equivalent to those in a 

research program. training based on advanced university studies. The equivalence is proposed by the 

doctoral supervisor and is approved by the CSDI. 
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 (4) The PPA is completed in the first 3 months from the enrollment of doctoral students with 

the overall result PASSED / UNPASSED, each discipline in the curriculum ending with ADMITTED 

/ REJECTED. If only one discipline is concluded with REJECTED, then the result for the PPA is 

UNPASSED, the doctoral student being able to redo the discipline(s) in question until the end of the 

doctoral internship. 

 (5) The completion of the PPA cycle with the overall result NOT passed does not prevent the 

doctoral student's access to the PCS. 

 Art. 28. (1) The PCS is carried out on the basis of an individual scientific research plan 

developed by the doctoral student under the guidance of the doctoral supervisor, supported by a 

steering and academic integrity committee. It consists of 3 other members who may be part of the 

research team of the doctoral supervisor, other persons affiliated to the doctoral school, or teaching 

and research staff not affiliated to it. All members of the Guidance and Academic Integrity 

Commission must have the title of doctor. 

 (2) Composition of the Steering Committee and academic integrity is established by the 

doctoral supervisor, following consultation with the doctoral student and is approved by CSDI. 

 (3) At least one member of this commission is from outside the POLITEHNICA Bucharest, 

starting with the doctoral students admitted in 2024-2025. 

 (4) Guidance Committee and academic integrity may change its composition in exceptional 

situations (case of illness, death, resignation, dismissal, suspension from office, violation of the norms 

of the Code of Ethics and University Professional Deontology, unavailability). In such situations, the 

doctoral supervisor proposes the replacement of the member concerned with a new person and 

submits to the CSDI for approval, within 30 days from the declaration of unavailability. 

 (5) The members of the advisory and academic integrity committee may not be nominated as 

members of the doctoral thesis public defense committee. 

 Art. 29. (1) The research activity of the doctoral student is evaluated by elaborating seven 

research reports presented to the Academic Integrity and Guidance Committee as follows: 

 a) a report during the first year, 6 months after the completion of the PPA, in the form of a 

project that must contain: the title of the doctoral thesis, the main lines of the future thesis, the state 

of knowledge in the field, the objectives of the study, the research methodology concerned, the 

schedule of activities, etc. 

 b) five reports presented as follows: Report 2 – December year II, Report 3 – June year II, 

Report 4 – December year III, Report 5 – June year III, Report 6 – December year IV; 

 c) the doctoral thesis, proposed for analysis to the steering committee, in order to obtain the 

agreement for public support (final report – Report 7). 

 (2) The presentation of reports may be public. It is recommended to post the announcement 

regarding the organization of these presentations on the dedicated Teams platform or on the SDI 

website or on the bulletin board in a visible place for SDI members interested in the topic. 

 Art. 30. (1) The deadlines for supporting research reports are provided in the individual 

scientific research plan. 

 (2) Report submissions shall be rated 'Very Good', 'Good', 'Satisfactory' or 'Unsatisfactory'. At 

the defense, a report will be concluded that will be included in the student's file-PhD student (Annex 

4 to the Regulation). 

 (3) In case of rejection of a report (which has obtained the qualification "Unsatisfactory"), the 

doctoral student may rewrite and defend it, following the same procedure, within 30 days from the 

date of rejection. If the report is rejected a second time, the doctoral student is proposed for expulsion. 
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 Art. 31. Before defending the doctoral thesis before the steering committee, the PPA must be 

completed with the overall result PASSED, and the PCS must not include any research report rated 

"Unsatisfactory". 

 Art. 32. The completion of the PCS, under the conditions of this Regulation, shall ensure the 

achievement of 210 ECTS credits (30 for each research report). 

 3.4. Doctoral thesis (content, presentation, ethics and intellectual property) 

 Art. 33. (1) The completion of the doctoral studies shall be achieved by the elaboration and 

public defense, in front of the doctoral committee, of the doctoral thesis. The doctoral thesis is 

elaborated according to the requirements established by Procedure regarding the completion of 

doctoral studies within IOSUD - POLITEHNICA Bucharest, Guide on Writing Doctoral Theses in 

the Field of Engineering Sciences and other acts specific to the other fields. 

 (2) The title of the doctoral thesis may be modified, with the agreement of the doctoral 

supervisor and with the approval of the CSDI, until the moment submission for public support. 

 (3) The doctoral student may request, only once, the change of the topic of the doctoral thesis, 

with the agreement of the doctoral supervisor and the CSDI, provided that a new PCS program is 

developed. 

 (4) The Academic Guidance and Integrity Committee together with the doctoral supervisor may 

decide to recognize the reports already promoted if they fall within the new theme, with the approval 

of the CSDI. 

 (5) The doctoral thesis shall be written in digital format, in the language specified in the doctoral 

study contract (Romanian or in another language of international circulation) and shall be 

accompanied by an abstract written in Romanian and English. 

 (6) Doctoral studies may also be organized under co-supervision, in which case the doctoral 

student carries out his/her activity under the simultaneous guidance of a doctoral supervisor from SDI 

and a doctoral supervisor from another country or from another IOSUD in Romania, based on a 

written agreement between the organizing institutions involved, aspects that will be found in the study 

contract. 

 (7) The doctoral thesis developed in co-supervision with a doctoral organizing institution 

abroad and the conditions of public support must be established in such a way as to comply with the 

legal provisions applicable at the level of both states. Otherwise, the administrative procedure carried 

out by IOSUD will be invalidated, and the title of doctor will not be granted. 

 (8) The doctoral thesis shall be written either in "standard" format or in "article" format. 

 (9) The 'standard' format shall comprise the following main content elements:  

 a) The current state of research in the strict field of the doctoral thesis topic, 

 b) Thesis objectives and research methodology,  

 c) Critical analysis of existing solutions, 

 d) Original contributions presented through the content of the chapters of the doctoral thesis, 

 e) General conclusions,  

 f) Bibliography. 

 (10) The 'article' format shall comprise the following main content elements:  

 a) Presentation of the topic Thesis of the methods and concepts used;  

 b) Articles in extenso published as scientific results of the doctoral thesis;  
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 c) General conclusions;  

 d) Personal contributions;  

 e) Bibliography.  

 In the case of this format, the doctoral student must be the first author of the extenso articles 

included in the thesis. For this format, a minimum number of 4 articles published in scientific journals 

in the field, WOS rated, of which at least 2 in the Q1/Q2 quartiles, with a cumulative individual 

contribution (calculated as the sum of 1/number of authors) of at least 1.00 is required. 

 (11) For the writing of doctoral theses in the field of Engineering Sciences, the structure 

presented in Guide on Writing Doctoral Theses in the Field of Engineering Sciences approved by the 

Senate POLITEHNICA Bucharest. 

 (12) The doctoral thesis must contain the complete list of published works of the doctoral 

student with all the specific elements (full reference, indexing – WOS (quartile Q) / SCOPUS / IEEE, 

bibliometric indexes, relevant mentions), the list of research, development, innovation projects, 

support for the doctoral thesis in which the doctoral student participated (as the case may be). 

 (13) The doctoral student, as the author of the doctoral thesis, together with the doctoral 

supervisor are responsible for the observance of the standards of quality and professional ethics, 

including the originality of the content. 

 (14) The doctoral thesis is an original work, and it is mandatory to mention the source for any 

material taken. 

 (15) The SD has the obligation to verify the doctoral thesis by means of a similarity detection 

software (e.g. TurnItIn) before the public defense of the doctoral thesis. The verification is carried 

out on the basis of the standards contained in the National Guide on the Writing of Doctoral Theses, 

developed by the National Commission for the Attestation of University Titles, Diplomas and 

Certificates (CNATDCU), of the Procedure regarding the completion of doctoral studies within 

IOSUD-POLITEHNICA Bucharest, as well as methodology SDI Specifications, by assigning an 

expert-evaluator to each doctoral thesis, based on the The procedure for allocating the experts 

designated for each doctoral thesis (Annex 2 to decision no. 8 / January 20, 2025). The results of the 

analysis will be made available to the doctoral student, the doctoral supervisor and the doctoral 

committee. 

 (16) The doctoral thesis together with its annexes shall be public documents and shall be drafted 

in digital format. The name and surname of the holder of the doctoral thesis, of the doctoral supervisor 

and of the members of the advisory and academic integrity committee, as well as the identification 

data of IOSUD are also public information. 

 Art. 34. (1) The structure of the doctoral file and the access to it are regulated by the Regulation 

on the organization and functioning of the National Council for the Attestation of University Titles, 

Diplomas and Certificates, approved by ME Order no. 5760/2024. The doctoral file consists of the 

doctoral thesis and all the documents requested by IOSUD and the National Council for the 

Attestation of University Titles, Diplomas and Certificates (CNATDCU) to a doctoral student for the 

granting of the doctoral title. 

 (2) The doctoral file shall be archived by the doctoral school, on a permanent basis. 

 3.5 Defending the doctoral thesis in front of the steering committee and public defense 

 Art. 35. (1) Support can take place only after the stages presented in the Procedure for 

completing doctoral studies within IOSUD-POLITEHNICA Bucharest and supplemented in this 

Regulation, in accordance with the following paragraphs. 
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 (2) The start of the procedure for the pre-defense of the doctoral thesis and the anti-plagiarism 

check involve the following steps: 

 a) The doctoral student together with the doctoral supervisor ensures that at the time of starting 

this procedure are fulfilled minimum conditions for granting the doctoral degree provided by the 

legislation in force, both those of Order No. 3018/2025 on the approval of the necessary and 

mandatory minimum national standards for the conferral of the doctoral degree, as well as any other 

conditions imposed by IOSUD-POLITEHNICA Bucharest; failure to meet these standards entails the 

rejection of the application for starting the procedure for the pre-defense of the doctoral thesis; In this 

regard, at the start of the procedure for defending the doctoral thesis, the Annex 5 to this Regulation 

completed and signed by the doctoral student and the doctoral supervisor; 

 b) The SDI Secretariat certifies the fulfillment by the doctoral student of all the obligations 

within the doctoral study program (PPA and PCS) – form F13 of the Procedure for completing doctoral 

studies within IOSUD-POLITEHNICA Bucharest; 

 c) The doctoral student submits the thesis at the SDI secretariat in electronic format on USB 

memory stick, together with its abstract (one-page abstract, in Romanian and English) and in printed 

format Application for the start of the procedure for the pre-defense of the doctoral thesis and 

Declaration of the doctoral student on his own responsibility regarding the originality of the doctoral 

thesis (Forms F1 and F2) signed by hand, together with Annex 5 of this Regulation for the verification 

of the fulfillment of the conditions; 

 d) The SDI Secretariat registers the application and the SDI Director designates an expert to 

carry out the similarity analysis, according to Decision no. 8 / January 20, 2025 appointing the experts 

designated within the SDI for the preparation and analysis of similarity reports for doctoral theses 

submitted for public defense; 

 e) The designated expert performs the anti-plagiarism check using one of the programs 

recognized by CNATDCU and used at IOSUD level (currently, TURNITIN) according to the training 

received. He draws up and signs Similarity ratio (Form F3), which he transmits to the doctoral 

supervisor, who in turn analyzes it, makes the necessary observations and signs and transmits it to the 

Academic Integrity and Guidance Committee. The similarities report is included in the doctoral file; 

the verification period may not exceed 30 days from the date of registration of the application (F1). 

The identification of violations of good conduct in research and development, including plagiarism of the 

results or publications of other authors, the preparation of results or the replacement of the results with 

fictitious data must be notified to the Ethics Commission of the University, in order to analyze. If the 

University's Ethics Commission determines the fault of plagiarism, the doctoral student is expelled. The 

F3 form, signed by all those involved, is submitted and registered at the SDI secretariat. 

 f) If changes are required at the level of the doctoral thesis, they will be remedied, and the 

doctoral student will resume the stages from the point d); 

 (3) The maximum percentage of similarity accepted at SDI level shall be 15%. In case of 

exceeding this percentage, the designated expert will make the observation in the F3 form, and the 

doctoral supervisor together with the guidance and academic integrity committee will order the 

necessary measures for the modification of the doctoral thesis. After making the necessary changes, 

the steps from point d will be resumed); 

 (4) The pre-defense of the doctoral thesis in the guidance and academic integrity commission 

is made as follows: 

 a) once the F3 form is registered at the SDI secretariat, the doctoral student prepares The 

announcement of the thesis in the Guidance and Academic Integrity Commission (Form F4) which it 

sends to the SDI secretariat and the SDI director for display at the SDI headquarters; of This moment 

is considered a period of at least 7 days until the public pre-defense of the thesis before the Academic 

Guidance and Integrity Commission; 
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 b) the doctoral thesis is presented before the Academic Integrity and Guidance Committee; 

After this pre-defense, the doctoral supervisor and the Academic Guidance and Integrity Committee 

decide, if necessary, on the changes at the level of the doctoral thesis and the official submission of 

the thesis in order to organize the defense public; they draw up and sign Acceptance report of the 

doctoral supervisor, Opinion Academic Integrity and Guidance Commission and Minutes of the 

doctoral thesis preparation meeting (forms F5, F6, F7) which are submitted to the SDI secretariat, 

are registered and included in the doctoral file; 

 c) after the pre-defense and the positive opinion of the steering committee, the appointed 

expert receives from the doctoral student the final version of the doctoral thesis and makes the 

second anti-plagiarism check, prepares, analyzes and signs together with the doctoral supervisor 

Designated Expert Similarity Report (Form F8), which is submitted to the SDI secretariat where it 

is registered and included in the doctoral file; 

 (5) The public consultation of the doctoral thesis on the national platform has place for 90 

calendar days. In this regard: 

 a) the doctoral thesis is submitted officially at the secretariat of the doctoral school, in printed 

and electronic format, together with:  

 - the abstract of the doctoral thesis in Romanian and English (one page),  

 - CV of the doctoral student signed by hand,  

 - the list of publications resulting from the scientific research from the doctoral study program 

published or accepted for publication, 

 - application for official submission of the thesis at the IOSUD secretariat (Form F9) signed by 

handwriting and endorsed by the doctoral supervisor, 

 - Form for estimating the date for public support (Form F12) handwritten and endorsed by the 

doctoral supervisor, 

 - the form for acknowledging the fact that the doctoral thesis will be published in preview on 

the national public consultation platform according to the legal provisions in force (Form F14); 

 b) the doctoral thesis and its annexes will be available for public consultation for 90 calendar 

days, before the public defense, on the national platform managed by the Executive Unit for Financing 

Higher Education, Research, Development and Innovation (UEFISCDI), in accordance with the legal 

provisions in force in the field of copyright; During this period, any natural or legal person can make 

observations regarding the existence of deviations from the standards of ethics and deontology, 

including from the perspective of the existence of plagiarism. Observations can be submitted online, 

at the e-mail address csud@upb.ro or at the POLITEHNICA Bucharest Registry. The observations 

are recorded in a report prepared by the CSUD Secretariat, which will be analyzed and the decision 

will be issued in order to validate the initiation of the procedure for the public defense of the doctoral 

thesis that will be part of the doctoral file. If the CSUD decision is validated, the procedure for the 

public defense of the doctoral thesis is initiated by establishing the doctoral committee. If the CSUD 

invalidates the initiation of the procedure for the public defense of the doctoral thesis, the SD receives 

recommendations regarding the revision of the doctoral thesis and the elimination of situations that 

do not comply with the standards of ethics and deontology, and the doctoral student has the obligation 

to remedy the content of the thesis within 3 months from the communication of the decision to 

invalidate the defense, with the resumption of the procedure for making the work transparent. 

 (6) The public defense of the doctoral thesis may begin after the decision of the CSUD to 

validate the initiation of the procedure for the public defense of the doctoral thesis. 

 a) The doctoral supervisor prepares and submits for the approval of the SDI director Proposal 

for the composition of the doctoral thesis public defense committee (Form F15), at least 30 days before 

the date of the public hearing, together with the Self-assessment sheet for doctoral students in physical 

format signed by hand and in electronic format together with the evidence requested in the form - on 

USB (memory stick),

 b) The doctoral student prepares, signs and submits to the IOSUD secretariat the following 

documents:  

 - Declaration regarding his/her option regarding the publication/non-publication of the 

doctoral thesis (Form F16),  

 - Scientific Memorandum (Form F17),  

 - copy of the identity card, 

 - thesis defense documents in electronic format on external support, 

 - memory stick only with the doctoral thesis – the final version made transparent 

 c) after the approval by the director of the CSUD of the decision to appoint the doctoral 

committee, the student-doctoral student prepares together with the scientific supervisor, signs and 

submits The request for fixing the date of public defense of the doctoral thesis (Form F22) and provide 

the IOSUD Secretariat with the necessary data for the preparation of the announcement regarding the 

public defense of the doctoral thesis (Form F23); 

 d) the public defense of the doctoral thesis will take place in at least 25 days from the 

registration of the application, respectively at least 20 days from the publication of the announcement. 

 e) based on the public defense of the doctoral thesis, the reports of the reviewers (submitted at 

least 15 days before the defense of the thesis) and the analysis of the entire activity of the doctoral 

student, the doctoral committee evaluates and deliberates on the awarding of the doctoral degree, in 

compliance with the minimum standards developed by CNATDCU for the granting of the doctoral 

degree, as well as the qualification awarded; Fill in and sign Minutes of the public meeting for the 

defense of the doctoral thesis (Form F25). The complete file will be submitted to the CNATDCU 

within a maximum of 30 days from the date of public support. 

 Art. 36. (1) The doctoral committee is made up of at least 5 members: the president, as a 

representative of IOSUD - POLITEHNICA Bucharest, the doctoral supervisor and at least 3 referees 

from the country or abroad, specialists in the field in which the doctoral thesis was elaborated and of 

which at least 2 carry out their activity outside IOSUD - POLITEHNICA Bucharest. 

 (2) The chairman of the commission shall be a tenured teacher in IOSUD - POLITEHNICA 

Bucharest. 

 (3) The members of the doctoral committee have a doctoral degree and have at least the teaching 

function of associate professor or scientific researcher of the second degree or have the quality of 

doctoral supervisor, in the country or abroad. 

 (4) In the case of the doctorate in co-supervision with a doctoral supervisor from outside 

POLITEHNICA Bucharest, the doctoral committee will include representatives of both institutions. 

 Art. 37. The Doctoral Office of UPB will issue the registered supporting document, which 

certifies the official submission of the doctoral thesis for public defense, only under the conditions of 

the existence of all the documents listed above. 

 Art. 38. (1) After the approval of the doctoral committee, its members shall evaluate the 

doctoral thesis. Each official reviewer prepares an evaluation report that he/she submits to the 

Doctoral Office of POLITEHNICA Bucharest, within 30 days from the date of receipt for evaluation 

of the doctoral thesis and at least 15 days before the thesis is defended. 

 (2) The organization of the public defense of the doctoral thesis may be started by the Doctoral 

Office of POLITEHNICA Bucharest only after it has received all the documents, the steps specified 

above and the reports of the official reviewers, members of the doctoral committee, signed by them, 

have been completed. 

 Art. 39. The announcement for the public defense will necessarily include the date, place and 

time of the defense, the doctoral supervisor or supervisors, as well as the place where the full text of 
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the thesis can be consulted in printed format. The announcement of the public defense, the abstract 

of the thesis in electronic format, the scientific dissertation, the CV of the doctoral student, the CVs 

of the members of the public defense committee of the doctoral thesis or links to them are displayed 

on the IOSUD – POLITEHNICA Bucharest website. 

 Art. 40. The defense of the doctoral thesis can take place in the presence of at least 4 of the 

members of the doctoral committee, with the mandatory physical participation of the president of the 

commission and the doctoral supervisor, the other members of the commission being able to 

participate in an online videoconference system. 

 Art. 41. (1) The public defense meeting of the doctoral thesis is chaired by the president of the 

doctoral committee and is conducted as follows: 

 a) the presentation of the members of the doctoral committee; 

 b) presentation of the content of the doctoral thesis by the doctoral student; 

 c) reading the evaluation reports prepared by the doctoral supervisor(s) and the official 

reviewers; 

 d) the debate of the doctoral thesis, during which the members of the doctoral committee and 

the public ask questions to the doctoral student. 

 (2) The debate of the doctoral thesis is mandatory and shall be recorded in the minutes of the 

meeting. This must be the central point of the public defense of the doctoral thesis, with the aim of 

highlighting the knowledge of the student-doctoral student in the field of the approached topic and 

the elements of originality contained in the thesis. 

 Art. 42. (1) On the basis of the public defense of the doctoral thesis and taking into account the 

evaluation reports of the reviewers, the statement regarding the originality of the work and the 

analysis regarding the degree of similarity, the doctoral committee shall deliberate on the grade to be 

awarded to the doctoral thesis. In SDI, grades are awarded as follows:

 (2) Each member of the doctoral committee shall award a grade. Ratings can be assigned 

„Excellent", "Very Good", "Good", "Satisfactory" or „Unsatisfactory" taking into account the 

CNATDCU Minimum Standards in force. The qualification that met the absolute majority of the 

votes cast by the members of the commission becomes the decision of the entire commission. In 

Minutes of the doctoral thesis defense meeting Not only the grade established by the committee 

following the vote is recorded, but also the grade awarded by each member of the doctoral 

committee.Form F25). 

 (3) If a member of the doctoral committee identifies during the evaluation of the doctoral thesis, 

both before the public defense and within it, serious deviations from the good conduct in scientific 

research and university activity, including plagiarism of the results or other authors' publications, the 

preparation of results or the replacement of results with fictitious data, the member of the doctoral 

committee is obliged to take the following measures: 

 a) to notify the Ethics Committee of the POLITEHNICA Bucharest to analyze and solve the case, 

including by expelling the doctoral student; 

 b) to notify all members of the doctoral committee of the deviations and to propose the granting 

of "Unsatisfactory". 

 (4) If the doctoral student has fulfilled all the requirements provided in the individual scientific 

research program and the doctoral thesis has received one of the qualifications "Excellent", "Very 

good", "Good" or „Satisfactory", the doctoral committee proposes to award the title of doctor to the 

doctoral student. Through the Doctorate Office of POLITEHNICA Bucharest this proposal is submitted 

for validation to the CNATDCU. 

 (5) In the case of the award of the „Unsatisfactory” or the failure to meet the minimum standards 

necessary for the granting of the doctoral degree, The doctoral committee will specify the content 

elements of the doctoral thesis that must be redone or completed, the thesis being publicly redefended 

before the same doctoral committee within a deadline set by the committee. In order to organize this 

public re-defense of the doctoral thesis, the doctoral student will pay the fee for the defense of the 

doctoral thesis established by the University Senate for the academic year in which the re-defense 

takes place. If, following the re-assertion, the commission grants the entire rating „Unsatisfactory", 

the doctoral degree is not granted and the doctoral student is expelled. 

 (6) The decisions of the doctoral committee shall be communicated to the audience at the public 

meeting for the defense of the doctoral thesis by the president of the doctoral committee. 
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Art. 43. (1) The title of doctor is awarded by the decision to award the doctoral degree signed by the 

rector of POLITEHNICA Bucharest, after receiving the assent from CNATDCU regarding the 

compliance with the administrative procedure carried out at the level of IOSUD-POLITEHNICA 

Bucharest and the observance of the minimum criteria for awarding the doctoral degree. 

 (2) If the CNATDCU decides that the administrative procedure carried out at the level of 

IOSUD did not comply with the provisions of the Framework Regulation on doctoral studies 

approved by the ME Order no. 3020/2024, the doctoral file will be sent back to IOSUD to be 

reanalyzed and completed. It can be resubmitted to the CNATDCU for a new analysis, only after the 

resumption of the public support procedure provided for in Article 35, in full (from form F1). This 

decision to invalidate/complete the file will be brought to the attention of the author of the doctoral 

thesis and his/her doctoral supervisor(s) by the Doctoral Office.  

 (3) If the doctoral student has not opted for the separate publication of the thesis or of some 

chapters of it, the digital form of the thesis shall remain public and shall be freely accessible on the 

national platform managed by UEFISCDI, including after the decision to award the doctoral degree. 

The thesis will be awarded a copyright protection license. 

 (4) If the doctoral student has opted for the separate publication of the doctoral thesis or of some 

chapters thereof, he/she receives a grace period of maximum 24 months for this publication, during 

which time the doctoral thesis, in digital format, becomes inaccessible to the public. After the 

publication of the thesis or some chapters of it, the author has the obligation to notify IOSUD – 

POLITEHNICA Bucharest of this fact and to send the bibliographic indication and a link to the 

publication, which will then be made public on the national platform managed by UEFISCDI. After 

the expiry of the grace period, in the absence of this notification from the author, transmitted by 

IOSUD to UEFISCDI, the thesis in digital format automatically becomes freely accessible, with the 

attribution of a copyright protection license. 

 4. STATUS OF THE DOCTORAL STUDENT 

 Art. 44. (1) The quality of doctoral student is acquired by enrollment, following a doctoral 

admission contest and is kept until the completion of the study program, respectively the public 

defense of the doctoral thesis before the doctoral committee, without exceeding the maximum legal 

period or when the expulsion decision is issued, except during periods of interruption of studies,  but 

including any extensions granted according to the provisions of the study contract. Upon enrollment, 

the doctoral student receives from the doctoral school a doctoral student card, valid for the duration 

of his studies. 

 (2) The doctoral student is enrolled in only one doctoral school, on places financed from the 

state budget. 

 (3) During the doctoral internship, the doctoral student shall benefit from the recognition of 

seniority in work and free medical assistance, without payment of contributions to state social 

insurance, unemployment insurance, social health insurance and for work accidents and occupational 

diseases. 

 (4) The operative record of the doctoral students of IOSUD is organized at the level of of each 

doctoral school. 

 (5) The entire activity related to the management of the activity of doctoral students is carried 

out in the doctoral school, from admission to the public defense of the thesis. 

 Art. 45. (1) The rights and obligations incumbent on doctoral students, doctoral supervisors, as 

well as IOSUD-POLITEHNICA Bucharest, through doctoral schools, are established by the doctoral 

university studies contract. The model of the framework contract for doctoral studies is developed by 

the CSUD (Annex 1 to the Regulation). 
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 (2) The doctoral study contract shall be concluded, in three original copies, with each doctoral 

student separately and shall be signed by the doctoral student, the doctoral supervisor, the SD 

Director. 

 (3) The completed and signed contracts and addenda shall be kept at the doctoral schools, in 

the file of each doctoral student. A copy is given to the doctoral student. 

 (4) The withdrawal from the doctoral study program shall be made at the request of the doctoral 

student, shall be communicated to the CSD and administratively operated by an expulsion order 

signed by the Rector POLITEHNICA Bucharest. 

 (5) The conditions of expulsion are specified by this Regulation. 

 (6) A doctoral student may be expelled in the following situations: 

 a) does not complete the thesis within the term established according to the doctoral study 

contract and any addenda to it, respectively 4+2 years, of which the last one with fee; 

 b) obtains the qualification "Unsatisfactory" in two public defenses of the doctoral thesis; 

 c) the doctoral thesis is invalidated the second time by CNATDCU; 

 d) the doctoral student has not signed the study contract; 

 e) at the end of the academic year, the doctoral student did not pay the study fees, within the 

established deadlines; 

 f) the doctoral student was proposed for expulsion, as a sanction for fraud in the professional 

activity or for serious deviations from the university discipline, according to the provisions of the 

Code of Ethics and University Deontology; 

 g) the doctoral student has withdrawn from his studies; the doctoral student did not submit the 

application to return to studies; 

 h) at the request of the doctoral supervisor, with the approval of the CSD and the approval of 

the CSUD, if the doctoral student has not taken at least once every 12 months, a presentation of the 

progress of his/her scientific research program in front of the Academic Guidance and Integrity 

Committee and the doctoral supervisor (conform ME Order no. 3020/2024 for the approval of the 

Framework Regulation on doctoral studies); 

 i) other situations arising from this Regulation. 

 (2) The expulsion procedure shall be initiated at the proposal of the doctoral supervisor, shall 

be approved by the CSD and CSUD and shall be finalized by the decision of the Rector. 

 (3) The expulsion decision shall be communicated to the doctoral student or his/her legal 

representative by the secretariat of the Doctoral School. 

 (4) The doctoral student expelled by the provisions of the Code of Ethics and University 

Deontology may no longer give admission to IOSUD-POLITEHNICA Bucharest. 

 (5) On the date of the expulsion decision, the current doctoral university study contract shall 

cease to be valid. 

 Art. 46. (1) The rights and obligations of the doctoral student derive from Law 199/2023 on 

higher education, as subsequently amended and supplemented, ME Order no. 3020/2024 for the 

approval of Framework Regulation on Doctoral Studies, Regulation on the Organization and 

Conduct of Doctoral Studies in the National University of Science and Technology POLITEHNICA 

Bucharest and this Regulation. 

 (2) During the course of the doctoral studies, the doctoral student has the right: 

 a) to benefit from the support, guidance and coordination of the doctoral supervisor, as well as 
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of the academic guidance and integrity committee; 

 b) to participate in seminars or working meetings of the research and development staff within 

POLITEHNICA Bucharest when topics relevant to doctoral studies are discussed; 

 c) to be represented in the decision-making forums of the doctoral school, according to the legal 

provisions and of this regulation; 

 d) to access and use the research infrastructure of IOSUD, laboratories and research centers 

affiliated to the Doctoral School of Mechanical Engineering and Mechatronics, including logistics, 

documentation centers, libraries (including international databases) and equipment of the doctoral 

school and IOSUD for the elaboration of research projects and doctoral thesis; 

 e) to enroll in courses and seminars organized by other doctoral schools; 

 f) to work together with teams of researchers within IOSUD or within research and development 

units that have concluded agreements or institutional partnerships with IOSUD, encouraging and 

supporting interdisciplinary initiatives; 

 g) to be integrated into the research project teams within IOSUD, including by participating in the 

process of drafting and submitting funding applications; 

 h) to benefit from national or international mobility; 

 i) to benefit from institutional support to participate in scientific conferences or congresses, 

workshops, summer or winter schools and national and international seminars in the field in which he/she 

has chosen his/her doctoral thesis; 

 j) to participate in the scientific communication sessions organized by the doctoral school and/or by 

IOSUD; 

 k) to be informed about the curriculum of doctoral studies within the doctoral school; 

 l) to request the CSD, based on well-founded reasons, to change the doctoral supervisor; 

 m) to benefit from the support services for students, existing at the level of higher education 

institutions, including those for accommodation and canteen; 

 (2) During the cycle of doctoral studies, the doctoral student has the following obligations: 

 a) to comply with the program established together with the doctoral supervisor and to fulfill 

their obligations within the PPA; 

 b) to present research reports according to the individual training plan and to submit, at the 

request of the doctoral supervisor, at least once every 12 months, a presentation of the progress of 

his/her scientific research program in front of the Academic Guidance and Integrity Committee and 

the doctoral supervisor; 

 c) to communicate permanently with the doctoral supervisor and the doctoral school; 

 d) to respect the institutional discipline, without restricting their academic freedom; 

 e) to comply with the university ethics and deontology policies and to carry out their studies 

and research in compliance with the norms of academic integrity; 

 f) to support seminar, laboratory, project teaching activities according to the doctoral study 

contract; 

g) to submit annually by September 15, the annual evaluation sheet; 

 h) to fill in the anonymous feedback questionnaires sent by SDI. 
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 5. STATUTE OF DOCTORAL SUPERVISORS, RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS 

 Art. 47. (1) The quality of doctoral supervisor shall be acquired according to the legal norms. 

In order to supervise doctorates at SDI in IOSUD POLITEHNICA Bucharest, the teaching and 

research staff who have acquired this right must have a contractual relationship with IOSUD - 

POLITEHNICA Bucharest and be members of the doctoral school. 

 (2) The doctoral supervisor is affiliated to only one doctoral school and can supervise doctoral 

students only within one IOSUD, in the field for which he has obtained this right, in other doctoral 

schools he can only have co-supervision. 

 (3) The rights and obligations of the doctoral supervisor derive from Law 199/2023 on higher 

education, with subsequent amendments and completions, ME Order no. 3020/2024 for the approval of 

Framework Regulation on Doctoral Studies, Regulation on the Organization and Conduct of Doctoral Studies 

in the National University of Science and Technology POLITEHNICA Bucharest and this Regulation. 

 (4) Doctoral supervisors have the following rights: 

 a) the right to guide and evaluate the activity of the doctoral student within the doctoral study 

program, according to the professional and university autonomy, following the requirements of the 

doctoral study program and respecting the professional interests of the doctoral student; 

 b) the right to propose the Academic Guidance and Integrity Committee, respectively the 

Doctoral Committee, in order to publicly defend the doctoral thesis; 

 c) the right to an impartial internal and external evaluation, in accordance with the specific 

methodology of the evaluation process; 

 d) the right to know the methodology in relation to which he/she is evaluated, both in the 

internal evaluation and in the external evaluation; 

 e) the right to know the results of the internal and external evaluation of their own activity; 

 f) the right to refuse the guidance of a doctoral student under the conditions in which it is placed 
unwillingly in a conflict of interest; 

 g) the right to request the CSD, based on well-founded reasons, the interruption of the tutoring 

relationship with a doctoral student; 

 h) the right to request the doctoral school to organize an admission contest for each vacant 

doctoral student position under his/her supervision; 

 i) the right to decide the specialized disciplines within the training program based on advanced 

university studies PPA in which the doctoral student must participate, in compliance with the 

provisions of this regulation. 

 (2) Doctoral supervisors have the obligation: 

 a) to ensure the scientific, professional and deontological guidance of each doctoral student; 

 b) to propose the research topics; 

 c) to ensure the conditions and to stimulate the progress of doctoral students in the research 

they carry out; 

 d) to carry out the objective and rigorous monitoring and evaluation of each doctoral student; 

 e) to support the mobility of doctoral students at prestigious universities in the country and 

abroad, as well as at scientific events; 

 f) to avoid the occurrence of conflicts of interest in the guidance of doctoral students; 

 g) to take all due diligence regarding the verification of the conformity of doctoral theses in 

relation to the specific requirements of an original creation. 
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 6. GUIDANCE OF DOCTORAL STUDENTS 

 Art. 48. (1) During the doctoral studies, each doctoral student is guided by a doctoral supervisor 

and by a guidance and academic integrity committee. 

 (2) A doctoral supervisor may simultaneously supervise doctoral students only within IOSUD-

UPB, except for doctorates supervised in co-supervision. 

 (3) A doctoral supervisor may supervise doctoral students only in the field for which he or she 

has obtained this right. 

 (4) It is recommended that the number of doctoral students who can be supervised 

simultaneously by a doctoral supervisor should be between 2 and 8,  not including any doctoral 

students coordinated in co-supervision, with a secondary role. 

 (5) Starting with the academic year 2026 - 2027, a doctoral supervisor may simultaneously 

supervise 8 doctoral students, not including any doctoral students coordinated in co-supervision, with 

a secondary role. By exception, up to a maximum of 12 doctoral students / doctoral supervisor can be 

supervised only with the approval of the university senate, but not for more than 20% of the doctoral 

supervisors in the doctoral school. 

 Art. 49. (1) The doctorate may be organized under joint supervision if the research is 

interdisciplinary in nature or requires activities carried out in several academic institutions. 

 (2) The co-supervision doctorate is carried out on the basis of a co-supervision agreement / 

contract concluded as follows: between the doctoral supervisors, if both doctoral supervisors work at 

IOSUD-POLITEHNICA Bucharest; between IOSUD - POLITEHNICA Bucharest and other 

institutions organizing doctoral studies in the country or abroad. In this case, the co-supervision 

agreement or contract is endorsed by the doctoral supervisor and the director of the doctoral school 

involved and is approved by the CSUD. The co-guardianship agreement/contract is kept in the 

doctoral student's file. The co-guardianship agreements or contracts are in accordance with the 

specific legislation and must explicitly specify: 

 a) the scientific and financial responsibilities of the parties; 

 b) the responsibilities related to the official defense of the thesis. 

 Art. 50. (1) The CSD shall decide to change the doctoral supervisor under the following 

conditions: 

 a) the doctoral supervisor retires and does not wish to continue the activity of doctoral 

supervision, at his request; 

 b) at the request of the doctoral supervisor, motivated by the impossibility of continuing the 

doctoral student's tutoring activity; 

 c) at the request of the director of the doctoral school, in the event of the unavailability of the 

doctoral supervisor for a period of 12 months; 

 d) at the motivated request of the doctoral student, for other reasons regarding the guidance 

relationship between the doctoral supervisor and the doctoral student; 

 e) at the joint request of the doctoral student and the doctoral supervisor. 

 (2) The new doctoral supervisor may be proposed by the CSD or by the doctoral student and 

endorsed by the CSD, after consultation with the new supervisor, within 30 days in the unfortunate 

cases of death or illness of the previous doctoral supervisor, respectively at the beginning of the new 

academic year in other cases. 

 (3) The change of the doctoral supervisor shall be approved by the director of the CSUD, only 

with the written consent of the new doctoral supervisor and the doctoral student. 
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 (4) The change of the doctoral supervisor can be made only at the beginning of the academic 

year. Exceptions are cases of death or inability due to illness to continue the coordination of the 

doctoral student. 

 7. QUALITY ASSURANCE OF DOCTORAL DEGREE PROGRAMS 

 Art. 51. (1) The doctoral study programs are periodically subjected, on dates established by the 

CSUD, to internal evaluation processes. 

 (2) The internal evaluation of the quality of a doctoral study program shall be made by the 

doctoral school. 

 (3) The procedures for the internal evaluation of the quality of a doctoral degree program shall 

be developed by the CSUD. 

 Art. 52. (1) The doctoral school is subject to an external evaluation at intervals of 5 years. 

 (2) The external evaluation of doctoral study programs shall be made by ARACIS or by another 

quality assurance agency, in the country or abroad. It is carried out on the basis of a system of criteria 

and a methodology established by Order of the Minister of National Education and Research. 

 Art. 53. (1) The evaluation of the activity of doctoral students is predominantly oriented 

towards the results of the research activity. Results are taken into account - such as publications, 

participation in conferences, patents - as well as their quality, estimated by integrating the 

publications into the international flow, citations, awards, etc. 

 (2) The evaluation of the activity of doctoral students explicitly follows all the competences 

that the doctoral student must develop within the doctoral study program, according to the level 8 

qualification of the European Qualifications Framework and the National Qualifications Framework. 

 (3) The evaluation of the activity of doctoral students shall be carried out periodically, based 

on the decision of the council of the doctoral school, by committees of evaluators approved by the 

council of the doctoral school. 

 (4) The evaluation procedures and criteria are established by the council of the doctoral school 

and must allow: 

 a) the correct measurement of the performance of doctoral students, including the performance 

differences between them; 

 b) analysis of the progress of doctoral students in acquiring knowledge and skills associated 

with the targeted professional qualification; 

 c) administrative and academic verification to ensure the correctness of the procedures; 

 d) transparency and information regarding the criteria for the assessment of doctoral students; 

 e) informing the doctoral students about the evaluation strategy, the methods, the evaluation 

criteria and the expected performances. 

 (2) Compliance with scientific, professional and university ethics is an explicit criterion for the 

continuous and final evaluation of the doctoral student's activity. 

 (3) The evaluation of the activity of doctoral students shall be made with the assurance of 

maximum transparency, and the evaluators shall inform the doctoral students of the grades awarded. 

 Art. 54. (1) The doctoral school periodically evaluates the activity of the full doctoral 

supervisors, based on procedures developed by the CSUD based on self-evaluation and internal and 

external collegial evaluation. 

 (2) This internal evaluation of the full doctoral supervisors shall take into account in particular

the quality of the results obtained by them in research and in the management of doctoral students, 

such as: 

 a) the results of the scientific research of the doctoral supervisor (publications, patents and other 

ways of capitalizing on his own research activity); 

 b) the results of the scientific research of the doctoral students led by this doctoral supervisor 

(publications, patents and other ways of capitalizing on the research activity of the doctoral students); 

 c) other indicators of the scientific activity of the doctoral supervisor (participation in research 

projects, participation in national and international conferences, membership in professional 

organizations); 

 d) other indicators of the scientific activity of doctoral students led by this doctoral supervisor 

(participation in research projects, participation in national and international conferences, 

membership in professional organizations). 

 (3) Every 5 years, doctoral supervisors shall be subject to an external evaluation based on 

established procedures, at the proposal of CNATDCU. 

 (4) Following internal or external evaluations, the doctoral school may decide to extend or 

withdraw the membership of the doctoral school, according to art. 13 and the IOSUD regulation. 

 8. FINAL PROVISIONS 

 Art. 55. The doctoral studies in the Interdisciplinary Doctoral School are reorganized according 

to the provisions of this Regulation starting with date of its approval by the CSUD.

Art. 2. Object of the contract 

 

 2.1. The object of the contract is the regulation of the relations between National University of 

Science and Technology POLITEHNICA Bucharest  and the doctoral student, as a beneficiary of the 

educational services financed, as the case may be, entirely from the state budget or by fees established, 

under the conditions of the law, specifying the rights and obligations of the signatory parties, in 

accordance with the legal provisions in force, the Charter University, regulations, procedures, 

methodologies BUCHAREST POLYTECHNIC and the decisions of the Senate BUCHAREST 

POLYTECHNIC. 

 

Art. 3. Duration  

 

 3.1. This contract is concluded for the normal duration of schooling of a cycle of studies 4 

PhD students years, starting from the academic year 2025 – 2026. 
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 3.2. In special situations, the duration of the doctoral study program may be extended by 1 year, 

with the approval of the POLITEHNICA BUCUREȘTI Senate, at the proposal of the doctoral 

supervisor and within the limits of the available funds, or reduced by one year, at the request of the 

doctoral student, with the approval of the doctoral supervisor and with the approval of the 

POLITEHNICA BUCUREȘTI Senate. 

 3.3. In special situations, provided for in the Regulation for the organization and conduct of 

doctoral studies in POLITEHNICA BUCURESTI, doctoral studies may be interrupted for a period 

of 1-2 years. 

 

Art. 4. Contract value 

 

 4.1. The amounts representing the equivalent value of the educational services for the places 

financed from the state budget are found in the budget National University of Science and Technology 

POLITEHNICA Bucharest, based on the contracts concluded with the Ministry of Education and 

Research. 

 4.2. The Senate National University of Science and Technology Politehnica Bucharest 

establishes, annually, under the conditions of the law, the amounts representing the amount of tuition 

fees for tuition places. This fee applies to doctoral students enrolled in the current academic year with 

a fee, including re-enrolled students. 

 4.3. Failure by the student to pay the tuition fee and/or other fees established, according to the 

regulations valid at the National University of Science and Technology POLITEHNICA Bucharest 

in the respective academic year, it is sanctioned with its expulsion, by decision issued by the rector 

of the University. 

 

Art. 5. Obligations of the doctoral student  

 

 a) To comply with the Regulation on the organization and conduct of doctoral studies in 

POLITEHNICA and the Regulation of the Doctoral School in which he/she is enrolled and to fully perform 

the university or research activities established by the doctoral supervisor, according to the legal regulations in 

force, including the POLITEHNICA BUCHAREST Senate and the doctoral university studies contract.  

 b) To comply with the provisions of the Methodology for the reallocation of scholarship places 

for full-time doctoral studies, with funding from the state budget, depending on the performance of 

doctoral students, approved by Senate Decision no. 4/30.01.2025 

 c) To pay, within the established deadlines, the fees provided in the regulations and as a result 

of the decisions of the Senate POLITEHNICA BUCHAREST and to submit the receipts attesting the 

payment of the tuition fees to the secretariat of the doctoral department of the university (for doctoral 

students in fee); 

 d) To participate in courses and other training activities established by the doctoral supervisor, 

provided within the Training Program based on advanced university studies, organized by the 

Doctoral School or by other Doctoral Schools.  

 e) To respect the cleanliness, tranquility and order in the university space; 

 f) To wear in the educational premises of the university a clothing appropriate to the academic 

environment; 

 g) To attend the advanced university study program which includes, in addition to the minimum 

2 specialized disciplines and 3 compulsory disciplines as follows: Ethics, Research Methodology and 

Scientific Authorship, Project Management. 

 h) For the validation of doctoral theses and the awarding of the doctoral title, the minimum 

standards provided by OMEC 3018/2025 must be met. 

 i) To participate, within the Scientific Research Program, in scientific projects established by 

the doctoral supervisor, in accordance with the training plan.  

 j) To prepare and support the Progress Reports within the Scientific Research Program.  

 k) To elaborate, during the period of doctoral studies, under the coordination of the doctoral 
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supervisor, the scientific works mentioned in the Regulations of the Doctoral School.  

 l) To elaborate and publicly defend the doctoral thesis in accordance with the legal provisions 

and under the conditions provided by the Regulation on the organization and conduct of doctoral 

studies in the POLITEHNICA BUCHAREST, as well as the provisions stipulated in the Higher 

Education Law no. 199/2023.  

 m) to show respect and to have a civilized behavior within the university community.  

 n) To comply with the standards of quality and university ethics.  

 o) To communicate any situation likely to entail the change of the status of budgeted or fee-

paying doctoral student; 

 p) To respond in accordance with the law, in case of academic frauds, violations of university 

ethics, deviations from good conduct in scientific research, including plagiarism.  

 

Art. 6. Rights of the doctoral student  

 

 a) To benefit from free education for the number of places financed from the budget and during 

the doctoral studies provided by law. 

 b) To benefit from the support and coordination of the doctoral supervisor, as well as from the 

academic guidance and integrity committee.  

 c) To choose, with the support and approval of the doctoral supervisor, to carry out activities 

within the advanced university studies, organized by their own Doctoral School or by other Doctoral 

Schools. 

 d) To use the university's premises - libraries, laboratories, lecture/project/seminar/reading 

rooms, sports facilities - and other means made available by the university for the purpose and limits 

of the doctoral thesis. 

 e) To benefit from institutional support to participate in national/international scientific events 

- conferences, congresses, seminars, workshops, summer/winter schools, etc. - in the doctoral field, 

for the purpose and limits of the doctoral thesis. 

 f) To participate in scientific events – seminars, conferences, etc. – organized by their own 

Doctoral School or by other Doctoral Schools. 

 g) To participate in the working meetings of the research and development structures within 

POLITEHNICA BUCUREȘTI.  

 h) To work together with teams of researchers from POLITEHNICA BUCHAREST or from 

research and development units that have concluded institutional agreements or partnerships with 

POLITEHNICA BUCHAREST.  

 i) To be represented in the decision-making forums of the Doctoral School, according to the 

legal provisions and the Regulation for the organization and conduct of doctoral studies in the 

POLITEHNICA BUCHAREST.  

 j) To be members of professional associations that represent them and support their rights in 

the university environment and to request the recognition of these rights by the university, to the 

extent that these associations do not violate the provisions of the POLITEHNICA BUCUREȘTI 

regulations.  

 k) To obtain scholarships in accordance with the legal provisions in force, including those of 

the POLITEHNICA BUCHAREST Senate and the Doctoral School, as well as of the Methodology 

for the reallocation of scholarship places for full-time doctoral studies, with funding from the state 

budget, depending on the performance of doctoral students, approved by Senate Decision no. 

4/30.01.2025.  

 l) The doctoral student may carry out paid teaching activities, within the limit of the norm of 

university assistant. The teaching norm is provided for in the Higher Education Law 199/2023 art. 

211 para. 12, letter d). 

 

Art. 7. Obligations of the doctoral supervisor  
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 a) To coordinate the activity of the doctoral student throughout the period of doctoral studies, 

aiming at the timely completion of the stages of preparation of the doctoral student, under the 

conditions of exigency of POLITEHNICA BUCUREȘTI and at the minimum standards imposed by 

the National Commission for the Attestation of University Titles, Diplomas and Certificates, 

hereinafter referred to as CNATDCU.  

 b) To propose the research topics.  

 c) To ensure the participation of the doctoral student in the Training Program based on advanced 

university studies and the choice of study elements within this program to be followed by the doctoral 

student.  

 d) To ensure the participation of the doctoral student in scientific projects, within the Scientific 

Research Program.  

 e) To organize and monitor the doctoral student's training internships abroad, at other doctoral 

schools or partner institutions, for the purpose and within the limits of the doctoral thesis, and to 

approve his/her internship reports.  

 f) To follow the participation of the doctoral student, during the cycle of doctoral studies, in 

national / international scientific events - conferences, congresses, seminars, workshops, 

summer/winter schools, etc. - in the doctoral field, for the purpose and limits of the doctoral thesis.  

 g) To coordinate the elaboration by the doctoral student of the scientific works mentioned in 

the Regulation on the organization and conduct of doctoral studies in the POLITEHNICA 

BUCHAREST and in the Regulations of the Doctoral School in which he/she enrolls.  

 h) To analyze the Doctoral Thesis and to prepare an Analysis Report.  

 i) To avoid the occurrence of conflicts of interest in the guidance of doctoral students.  

 

Art. 8. Rights of the doctoral supervisor  

 

 a) To participate in competitions for doctoral grants.  

 b) To request the Doctoral School to organize an admission contest for each vacant doctoral 

student position under his/her supervision.  

 c) To select the doctoral candidate and to propose the enrollment of the doctoral student.  

 d) To guide and evaluate the activity of the doctoral student within the doctoral study program, 

according to the professional and university autonomy, following the requirements of the doctoral 

study program.  

 e) To decide the elements of study within the Training Program based on advanced university 

studies in which the doctoral student must participate.  

 f) To follow the dissemination of the results obtained by the doctoral student, under his 

coordination, during the doctoral studies in the doctoral, didactic or research activity.  

 g) To request the Council of the Doctoral School to interrupt the tutoring relationship with a 

doctoral student in case his activity is inadequate and possibly to expel or transfer him to another 

doctoral supervisor. 

 h) To propose the academic guidance and integrity commission as well as the commission for 

the public defense of the doctoral thesis.  

 

Art. 9. Obligations of POLITEHNICA BUCUREȘTI  

 

 9.1. To ensure the conditions for the doctoral student to participate in courses scheduled within 

the Training Program based on advanced university studies made available by their own Doctoral 

School or by other Doctoral Schools. 

 9.2. To ensure the access of the doctoral student to the material base - libraries, laboratories, 

etc. - of POLITEHNICA BUCHAREST in order to finalize his doctoral program.  

 9.3. To verify the doctoral thesis by means of a computer program for detecting similarities, before 

the public defense of the doctoral thesis. 

 9.4. To publish on the website of POLITEHNICA BUCUREȘTI information regarding the
