rehabilitation assistance in Ukraine, among others.

The Parties acknowledge and agree that all
relations arising between them within the
framework of this Memorandum are built on
mutual understanding and respect, the principles of
equality of the Parties, good-faith partnership, and
academic integrity.

2. ORGANIZATION OF COOPERATION

2.1. For the purpose of implementing this
Memorandum, the Parties, withinthe limits of their
available resources, shall:
2.1.1. Hold meetings to discuss matters relating to
the implementation of this Memorandum and to
exchange information about the activities of the
Parties.
2.1.2. Develop and approve joint action plans.
2.1.3. Organize and conduct joint events.
2.1.4. Undertake obligations to maintain the
confidentiality of personal information obtained in
connection with the implementation of this
Memorandum, in particular in accordance with the
requirements of the legislation of Ukraine.
2.1.5. Carry out any other forms of cooperation as
previously agreed by the Parties.
2.1.6. Undertake obligations to refrain from actions
that may cause harm (moral or material) to the other
Pa4/.

3.2.ln order to achieve the objectives constituting
the subject of this Memorandum of Cooperation,
the Parties undertake to:
3.2.1. Appoint responsible representatives for
implementing cooperation between the Parties.
3.2.2. Involve highly qualified specialists
representing the Parties for the practical
implementation of this Memorandum of
Cooperation.
3.2.3. Exchange infonnation for the purpose of
developing joint programs, activities, and projects
through requests and briefings, without interfering
in the business operations of the other Party.
3.2.4. Inform the other Party about new directions,
methods, and forms of worh as well as their
effectiveness and results.
3.2.5. Ensure, through their cooperation, that the
provisions of this Memorandum of Cooperation are
implemented at a high professional level in
accordance with established standards of business
ethics.
3.2.6. Refrain from any actions that may damage
the business reputation, cause moral harm, or result
in economic or other losses to either Party.
3.2.7. Maintain business contacts and take all
necessary measures to ensure the effectiveness and
further development of their relations.
3.3. The transfer ofrights and obligations under this
Memorandum of Cooperation to third parties shall
not be permitted.

4. COOPERATION WITII OTHER
INSTITUTIONS AND ORGANIZATIONS

4.1. For the purpose ofachieving the objectives of
this Memorandum of Cooperation, the Parties may,
by mutual consent, invite other institutions and
organizations, regardless of their form of
ownership, to cooperate within the agreed areas,
and may establish joint working grcups with them.

5. FINALPROVISIONS

5.1. The Parties undertake to ensure compliance
with the anti-corruption legislation of Ukraine and
bear full responsibility for any violation thereof.
5.2. This Memorandum of Cooperation shall enter
into force on the date of its signing and shall remain
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valid for a period of five (5) years. Its validity shall
be automatically extended for a subsequent five-
year term unless either Party, no later than three (3)
months prior to the expiration of this
Memorandum, provides written notice to the other
Party of its intention to terminate.
5.3. The Parties may terminate this Memorandum
of Cooperation early at any time by providing
written notice to the other Party no later than three
(3) months in advance.
5.4. This Memorandum of Cooperation does not
create any financial or property obligations ofone
Party toward the other. The Parties agree that each
shall bear its own expenses related to the activities
provided for under this Memorandum, unless
otherwise mutually agreed.
5.5. Any amendments or additions to this
Memorandum of Cooperation shall be made in
writing with the consent of both Parties and shall
constitute an integral part hereof.
5.6. Any disputes concerning the interpretation or
application of the provisions of this Memorandum
of Cooperation shall be resolved by the Parties
through consultations and mutual agreement.
